Receiving Procedures

Machine Description

The Model 24 Clamp+Go TM  Dolly Handle is designed to transport a drum dolly with sidewall 2”, 2.5” or 3” tall. Comply with the maximum 
capacity of the drum dolly being handled.

To Attach Clamp+Go TM to Drum Dolly
With the clamp assembly in the free 1.	
swinging mode (not attached to magnet), 
position the top claws over the top edge of 
the dolly rim. Note: You may use your steel-
toe boot to help guide the Clamp+Go into 
position to align the top claws. 

Secure the clamp to your dolly by 2.	
using a quick downward push on 
the handle. You will hear the bottom 
jaw click into place. 

Carefully pull handle to verify 3.	
proper connection before moving 
the dolly. 

For convenient storage, push the 4.	
Clamp+Go TM handle to upright 
position, and a magnet holds it in 
place.

To Remove Clamp+Go TM from Drum Dolly
While holding the handle, use your steel-toe 1.	
boot to lift the bottom jaw paddle to release 
the bottom jaw from the dolly.  

Pull up on Clamp+Go2.	  TM handle to move 
away from the drum dolly
